- Perform tests to verify on-line water treatment instrumentation performance.
- Create chemical standards used to perform calibrations on analytical instrumentation.
- Conduct safe water testing by measuring for the presence of Coliforms and E.coli.
- Maintain records according to Federal, State, Local, and City regulations.
- Assist in the treatment of water from Lake Michigan through the water treatment process.
- Perform preventative maintenance tasks on a large number of analytical instrumentation.
- Assist in research projects being performed by Lead and Senior Water Quality staff.
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
